Emergency SMS System  
 

First they gave deaf people subtitles on telly, then they threw in 
this little thing called the internet and email, and with mobile 
phones came text messaging and the chance for instant 
communication.  Now text messaging through a mobile phone 
could save someoneôs life. 
 
A new national system is being trailed that allows people who can't 
hear, or those who can't speak, to contact the emergency services by 
texting 999. The service has been years in the planning as a joint, 
voluntary and non-profit venture between RNID, BT, Ofcom, and the 
mobile phone companies. 
 
Once registered with the scheme, all you have to do if you need to 
contact the emergency services, is text three pieces of information.  
 
First you tell them the service you need (Fire, Ambulance, 
Police, or coastguard). Then you say what the problem is and 
finally where you are. Your text will be treated with the same 
importance as a phone call and you should get a reply within 
2 minutes.  The service provider advises that you donôt use 
ótext speakô like "Omg. I bin robbed. Pls send old bill asap. 
Hb. Here's my addy. L8r."  The operator may not be as up on 
ótext speakô as you and have trouble understanding your call for help! 
 
The people providing this pilot service are at pains to emphasise that 
this new scheme should only be used in an emergency such as; 
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¶ Life is at risk; 
¶ Crime/trouble is happening now; 
¶ Someone is injured or threatened; 
¶ Person committing crime is near; 
¶ There is a fire or people trapped; 
¶ You need an ambulance urgently; 
¶ Someone is in trouble, or missing, at sea, 
¶ Someone is in trouble on the cliffs or on the shoreline 

 
Iôm guessing that using the system because you need to find a pizza 
delivery company or the directions to your nearest recycle centre 
would not be looked on as an emergency and you could be the one 
on the wrong side of the law.   
 
RNID's Director of Technology, Guido Gybels, explained that despite 
the obvious benefits of the service ñusing text in an emergency 
should always be a last resort because there is an inevitable delay 
compared with speech or Text Relay to make the callò.  
 
They need 5,000-10,000 people to register in order to make it likely 
that the service will be used in a genuine emergency. After a day and 
a half they had 500 which is a great start. So get registering!

I nformation Service Q & A  
 
Can I claim carersô allowance? 
 
The main benefits paid to carers is Carers Allowance (CA), which is 
currently paid at £53.10 a week. 
 
To qualify you must: -  
è be aged 16yrs or over,  
è be caring for someone for at least 35 hours per week who gets the 

middle or highest rate of the care component of Disability Living 
Allowance (DLA) or  

è Recieve Attendance Allowance and not earn more than £95 per 
week after deductions like income tax and NI contributions. 

è must not be studying for more than 21 hours a week if you are a 
student,  

è not be paid certain other benefits such as retirement pension, 
Incapacity Benefit, Employment and Support Allowance, Severe 
Disablement Allowance and bereavement benefits at a rate higher 
than Carers Allowance or be paid contribution-based Jobseeker's 
Allowance.  You must also satisfy UK residence and immigration 
conditions. 

 
Carers Allowance can be claimed even if the person you are caring 
for is waiting for their DLA or AA decision. Payment can be backdated 
for up to three months from when it was first claimed. Carer's 
Allowance can only paid to one carer for a disabled person even if 
two or more people share the care.  Sometimes the benefits of the 
person that you care for can be affected by a CA award. So it is 
advisable to seek advice before claiming. National Insurance credits 
are paid for people receiving Carer's Allowance, and this will help 
towards the carer's retirement pension. 
 
You cannot usually get CA and state retirement pension at the same 
time, as this is regarded as an overlapping benefit however if your 
state retirement pension is less than £53.10 per week, it will be 
topped up by CA to this amount. 
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Even if your pension is more than CA, it may still be worth claiming to 
get an 'underlying entitlement' to the benefit.  This means being 
recognised as a carer for the purposes of claiming means tested 
benefits such as Pension Credit, Income Support, Housing & Council 
Tax Benefit.  The effect of this would be to increase the amount of 
money you can be paid on those benefits. However, if the person you 
are caring for is receiving any of these benefits they will not qualify for 
the severe disability premium while you are getting CA.  
 
Extra money is paid for adults who are the claimant's dependants. 
Dependants are a spouse or adult partner looking after a child. 
Additions for dependant children are no longer payable as their 
financial support is made through child tax credit awards.  Child 
dependant additions may still be part of a CA claim if it was made 
before 6 April 2003. 
 
As a carer you can claim benefits like Disability Living Allowance, 
Attendance Allowance, Industrial Injuries Benefits and Child Benefit in 
your own right if you are eligible and still receive Carers Allowance.

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Case Study ð Mr Roberts

This is an example of how our Advocates can support and empower 
individuals through professional independent advocacy. All names 

that appear in this article are changed to protect the clientsô 
confidentiality  

 
Mr Roberts needed help completing a Disability Living Allowance 
claim form, when I visited this client at home for the first time; he 
informed me that before he developed his impairment he worked in a 
very responsible role. The condition of his impairment worsened 
which meant that he was unable to continue his job. 
 
He then continued a desk post within his organisation and worked 
from home. His mobility became very poor and this resulted in him 
feeling further depressed. With support from the advocacy service, Mr 
Roberts was able to express his feelings and the problems he was 
facing on a day to day basis. With this information the client and I 
were able to complete the Disability Living Allowance form as 
accurately as possible.  
 
Mr Roberts is now receiving High rate Mobility and Middle rate care of 
Disability Living Allowance. This has enabled Mr Roberts to have his 
car adapted allowing him to return to work for a few hours a week. Mr 
Roberts now feels part of the community and has gained some of his 
independence back. Mr Roberts is also contributing back into the 
workforce.  
 
In Conclusion Mr Roberts did not have any energy to complete forms, 
due to his impairment. The client felt very stressed about how to 
complete a form that takes a good three hours to complete. This case 
shows that by completing a Disability Living Allowance claim form 
with a vulnerable person, it can have a rather large impact on their 
life, without it Mr Roberts would be housebound and severely 
depressed, resulting in family breakdown and financial issues. Mr 
Roberts has been in contact with the advocacy service to thank us for 
this valuable support.  
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     What Gym?    

 

 

 
Having a disability is more often than not helped by exercise. Be it 

gentle exercise in the arm chair, or a gold medal at the Paralympics; 
you choose, for me itôs the gym. 

 For me having MS means my needs quite often change, including 
being in and out of a wheelchair. One thing that stays the same is the 
desire to keep fit and mobile. I have found exercise has enabled me 
to have a better quality of life. I was also able to recover quicker from 
my last relapse as my body was stronger.  
I have learned from Working with WIDE and NWSADP that peopleôs 
disabilities give different needs; disability is not all about using a 
wheelchair.  With this in mind choosing the right gym can make a 
difference. Looking at the local gyms I found itôs not all about 
treadmills and weights. The gyms all had positives and negatives, but 
for me it was all about the people.       

    

  Arena        
 I spent time at the Arena while on 3 months on GP referral. The 
Arena is run by DC Leisure on behalf of Surrey heath Borough 
Council. The gym offers the Kinetik Journey; this is 5 appointments 
with a personal trainer, with money back guarantee on results; this is 
available with a full membership. There is a swimming pool where 
there are also classes held. The building is fully accessible with all 
the right equipment. I found the gym busy with both customers and 
staff, the trainers are included in the membership fee, but with so 
many people there, a lot of self motivation was needed                                                      
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  Goldôs 

When I decided to write this article I went to Goldôs to look 
around and get some information. The gentleman who met 
me was very happy to show me around and answer any 
questions. The gym is newly built and all the facilities are accessible. 
It is very spacious and the equipment is great for all sorts of 
disabilities including wheelchair users. I must say I was very 
impressed, and the staff were also very helpful and patient in a calm 
and tranquil atmosphere. If I was looking for a new gym, I think I 
would put my feet up for the day, as I would have already found it.    

 
 

Fitness First                                                                  
This is my current gym, and by far the best for me for many 
reasons. The BodyFirst plan that is offered I found to be great. It 
offered money back if you attended 10 times within the month and 3 
sessions with a personal trainer to get you started on the right path. I 
was happy with the package and happy to attend. The building is not 
fully accessible, but does have a ground floor room now that is a big 
bonus. My condition has given me unseen obstacles to overcome, 
but the personal trainer and staff were happy to help me overcome 
the difficulties and find ways to work around them. This not only 
helped me build strength but also to built confidence. Upstairs there is 
the main gym with all the equipment I would need in. Then the lounge 
area, offering a cuppa, and a paper to read.

How much water should you drink 

every day?   

 
How much water should you drink each day? ð A simple 
question with no easy answer. Studies have produced 
varying recommendations over the years, but in truth, you 
may need to modify your total fluid intake depending on 
how active you are, the climate you live in, your health 
status, and if you're pregnant or breast-feeding. 
 
Whatôs the controversy over water?   
 
Nutrition gurus have long advised that drinking as much as 2.5 liters 
of water a day is necessary to keep body and mind in tip-top 
condition. Although two and a half liters (approximately four pints) of 
water per day is what an adult needs to keep their metabolism 
working properly, it's not usually necessary to drink this much. This is 
because much of our daily fluid needs are met by the water found in 
food and other beverages of all kind. What you eat also provides a 
significant portion of your fluid needs. On average, food provides 
about 20 percent of total water intake, while the remaining 80 percent 
comes from water and beverages of all kinds. For example, many 
fruits and vegetables ð such as watermelon and cucumbers ð are 
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nearly 100 percent water by weight. Beverages such as milk and 
juice are also comprised mostly of water. Even beer, wine can 
contribute, but these should not be a major portion of your daily total 
fluid intake. Water is one of your best bets because it's calorie-free, 
inexpensive and readily available. 
 
So what about tea and coffee?  Thatôs a question for today!  Do 
they count or not in daily fluid intake? 
 
According to recent medical research and Jane Clarke Britainôs 
leading nutritionist now you can count tea and coffee as part of your 
intake. Previously it was thought they acted like diuretics, 
encouraging the body to get rid of fluid. We now know this isnôt true 
and you can drink tea and coffee as part of your 2,5 liters. And there 
is nothing like a cup of tea to give you a lift.

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Train Station Improvements   
 

South West Trains have asked us to update you on 
access improvements that have been carried out of 
various stations on their network. 
 
A new footbridge with lifts at Bracknell Station is now 
complete and provides level access to all platforms at the station for 
the first time. 
Work at Fareham, Fratton and Havant are also complete with a new 
footbridge and lifts.  West Byfleetôs new footbridge is open and the 
lifts are just waiting the final sign off.   
 
These schemes are being delivered as part of the Governments 
Ã370million óAccess for Allô scheme that will provide level access at a 
number of stations across the network. Works at Clapham Junction 
are ongoing with completion planned for spring 2010. The scheme 
provides complete interchange between all the platforms and level 
access from the road onto the footbridge. 
 
In addition to these large schemes, the Government and South West 
Trains are funding a number of smaller schemes right across the 
network. At Walton on Thames work on a new ramp on the London-
bound platform is about to start. A new wheelchair accessible ticket 
office window has been installed at Woking on the town centre side of 
the station.
